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Dear Arthur,

as promised the Excel file attached gives an overview about the HRC processing

that was performed at the WHD-TV Model Station in Washington DC:

We have done 6 MBit/s with almost no visible degradations, 4MBit/s we skipped,

since there weren't too many additional degradations and have done instead 3

MBit/s, plus 2 MBit/s and 1.5 MBit/s. In using 64QAM we could furthermore add

some transmission noise resulting in intermittend slice and decoding errors plus

short freeze frames (about half a second long).

I am pretty happy with the material we have created so far, since it represents

a wide range on the quality scale. However I am not sure what we can achieve

with the 6MBit/s HRC since the quality results I wouldn't expect too far from

the source material.

At this time I would like to thank Alan Godber (chair of IEEE working group

2.1.6) for coming all the day from New Jersey for a single day and assisting me

in the previewing of the material and picking reasonable HRCs, especially with

the short notice I provided !! Also I would like to thank Tom Gurley and Eric

Gsell from the model station for allowing us to use their equipment and helping

to get our work done ! They were very co-operative and I enjoyed the day at the

station very much !
