Monday minutes approved
Considered whether to allow original video sequences with quality below good?  Also, consider whether to allow the alternative creation of original sequences as per Jun’s proposal.
Agreement was reached to keep in the test plan the restriction that original video sequences must have a quality of good or excellent on an ACR scale.
NTT proposal:  take an interlace input, which goes into the PC & to be processed.  This video signal is captured as a VGA interlaced signal, which goes into the HRC. 
Agreement was reached not to allow alternative creation of original sequences, which have been scaled to VGA, CIF or QCIF through PC capture.  

The interlaced original was viewed as problematic. 
Temporal registration limits were discussed.

Agreement was reached to insert the following text into the test plan:  “Other types of anomalous behavior are allowed provided they meet the following restrictions.  The delay through the system before, after and between anomalous behavior segments must vary around an average delay and must meet the temporal registration limits in section 7.4.  The first 1s and final 1s of each video sequence cannot contain any anomalous behavior.  At most 25% of any individual PVS’s duration may exceed the temporal registration limits in section 7.l.4.  These 25% must have a maximum temporal registration error of +3 seconds (added delay).”  These restrictions will apply to all models. 
Agreement was reached to add the bullet “Deinterlacing method” to section 6.1.7. 
Video source was discussed.  Video sequences should be sent to Chulhee Lee and Arthur Webster.  The password protected portion of the MM test reflector can be used for this distribution.  Chulhee offered to copy scenes onto hard drives, if such are shipped to him.
Action Item:  David Hands to send a message out by Oct 7, listing a process for delivering content to Chulhee Lee.
Action Item: Vivaik to contact Phil Corriveau and ask about possible music video content.

Action Item:  Arthur to send some helicopter video to Chulhee Lee.

Action Item:  All VQEG members encouraged to collect home video sequences
Agreement was reached that home video must be captured on DV format or better.
Agreement was reached to remove editor’s note that home video might be separated out into a separate evaluation.

Agreement was reached to keep “2.5 fps” in QCIF manually set frame rates.

It is important when creating HRCs using a simulator, documentation should be produced of simulator settings (for circuit switched HRCs) together with the error pattern for each PVS. 

Agreement was reached to allow subjective test playback to not match the monitor’s scan update rate.
Agreement was reached a minimum refresh rate of the display is 60 Hz, and test laboratories may choose a higher refresh rate should that be advantageous for their test.
Agreement was reached to insert Chulhee Lee’s text on RR & NR model interface into the MM test plan, with a caveat that the file naming conventions have not been agreed upon and will be decided before any SRC or PVS material is created.
Agreement was reached to disallow horizontal & vertical cropping.
