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SG12 wishes to thank JRG-MMQA and SG9 for sharing the highly valuable information on the progress made in VQEG and providing respective links to more detailed information from VQEG. 
During the work on the test plan for P.NAMS, the packet-layer audiovisual quality model currently developed in Q.14/12, the procedures for audiovisual quality evaluation in a video-streaming or broadcast television context was discussed. During these discussions, particular guidance was sought on what listening set-up to use. A loudspeaker playback was considered as more realistic, while a headphone playback was seen as more appropriate to deliver critical judgments. In this respect, P.911 does not provide guidance. In general, some possible need for a revision of P.911 was discussed. Based on these discussions, SG12 would wish to ask for SG9’s and the JRG-MMQA’s view and/or guidance on how to best proceed in order to identify, further develop, or specify in more detail the available methods for subjective audiovisual quality assessment.

SG12 will be happy to contribute to such a joint activity.
