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Rapporteur Meeting Report

Hybrid/Bitstream

During this meeting, the working system was finalized. Some major decisions include:

· Working system server: Sirannon
· Reference decoder: FFmpeg (0.6.1)
It was recommended that potential proponents should test the system and report any problems. Proponents may have two and half months (end of January, 2011) to test the working system. Unless there are serious flaws, FFmpeg will be the final reference decoder. During the same period, proponents may test other bit stream data and report any potential problems.

The important deadlines are as follows:

· Working system finalization:  Nov 2010
· Approval of the test plan: December 2010 by audio call.
· Set up secure FTP site for training data exchange (December 2010 – NTIA)
· Declaration of intent to participate and the number of models to submit (Approval of testplan + 1 month)

· Fee payment if applicable (Approval of testplan + 2 month) Fee payment is non-refundable.
· Training data exchange: (Approval of testplan + 3 month).
· Confirmation that training data are valid (approval of testplan + 4 months).
· Model submission (Confirmation of training data + 3 months). 
Multimedia (Phase 2)

The MM2 project discussed the measurement of perceptual audio-visual quality. During this meeting, some experimental results about audio-visual subjective tests were presented. Varous aspects of perceptual audio-visual quality were discussed. 

Other related VQEG projects
