· Carolyn mentioned the need to talk about test methods used for other applications that may be applied to our efforts with video quality.

· Also talks about distributing test video on DVD to trusted parties, rather than perform testing only in Boulder CO.

· Specifically video-NIIRS (National Image Interpretability Rating Scales)

Carolyn showed simulated sequences prepared by a VQIPS member.

· P910 has a complexity measure that may be able to be applied to simulated scenes.
