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Q.13/12 would like to thank for your valuable comments, especially in COM 9 – OLS 106 – E and COM 16 – LS 238 – E, on the interpretation of MOS.
During our meeting in November 2011, we carefully reviewed your liaison statements, and found that the definition of the term “context” was ambiguous and this caused misunderstanding. That is, our original intention was to distinguish the fundamental nature of content, such as HD/SD, WB/NB etc. However, your comments cover something more than that, including the design of subjective tests.
Since we share your concerns about the confusion regarding the interpretation of MOS in the market, we decided to create two documents:

· the definition of MOS terminologies, based on the audio bandwidths and video formats
· a guideline document to interpret MOS properly, taking into account the points you raised in your liaison statements.

As for mapping functions or a universal scale for MOS in different contexts, there were some concerns raised also by the SG12 experts. Although we still seek for a better solution, our first action will be the creation of the two documents listed above.
We thank you again for your consideration, and would like to exchange ideas on this issue in the future.
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
