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SG12 Questions 13 and 14 would like to thank SG 9 and VQEG/JRG-MMQA for the liaison statements concerning video quality assessment activities and status in general and 3D video quality assessment activities in specific. SG12 would like to continue being informed about the development of new SG 9 recommendations and VQEQ projects in the video quality assessment area. 

In particular Q14 can identify a possible collaboration with VQEG in characterization of the P.NAMS, P.NBAMS and hybrid models from VQEG where subjective databases potentially can be reused. The P.NAMS and P.NBAMS recommendations are planned to have consent in September 2012, followed by the characterization phase. 
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
