VIME meeting minutes
Meeting Date: Monday June 01, 2015 (4:00PM PST)

Topics discussed:
- Closed on the topic of Flickr VIME Image Database photo license. Based upon discussions started in previous meetings and continued via VIME emails, the photos that are uploaded to the Flickr VIME Image database need to have the CC0 license. Upon uploading the photos to the Flickr group, users need to choose the CC0 license for each uploaded photo. No objections to this suggestion were raised at the meeting.
- Discussed how to incentivize participants to upload photos to the VIME Image Database Flickr group. Main incentive is contributing to the research and driving it forward.
- Discussed currently not limiting the type of accepted photos to any specific categories. This can help understand what type of content is most likely to be uploaded.
- Discussed potential uses of the VIME Image Database for answering research questions of interest to the members. The VIME Image Database could potentially be used in a collaborative subjective study to explore research questions of interest.
- Two research questions were discussed: 
1) How does subjective image quality MOS differ when a subjective study is designed in two different ways: a) a standard subjective study where photos are displayed to a monitor and subjects view them as displayed to the screen, and b) a non-standard subjective study were subjects have the freedom to zoom in and out to view the images displayed in more detail.
2) Explore the correlation between subjective ratings when subjects are asked to rate images for their quality versus when they are asked to rate them for aesthetics. 
- It was noted that designing a study to explore research question 1 is potentially more complex than designing a study for question 2.
- For question 2) it was noted that we might take a subjective test approach similar to the subjective test approach for speech quality denoted in ITU-T P.835.
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
