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During the SG9 meeting (Dec. 2013), SG9 discussed the applicability of the current ITU-T SG9 Recommendations on objective video quality measurement when high quality compressed signals need to be used as reference signals for full-reference or reduced-reference models.  Also, SG9 discussed a scenario where the resolutions of PVS and SRC are different (Figure 1). SG9 decided to investigate the issues and would like to invite VQEG for this study.
